¶ Constitutional law and canon law: the impact 

of ôneutral rulesõ on hierarchical churches 

[this sounds intriguing in the line of freedom 

of religioné.]; 

¶ Pastoral relevance of canon law revisited [a 

ôsimpleõ review of the state of the question in 

the interface of civil and canonical factors I 

presume]; and 

¶ Ongoing challenges in the administration of 

justice [This is the area of the conference 

that definitely most intrigues me...there is so 

very much in our church and civil worldview 

that demands justice.] 

 

Obviously this is not light summer fare for me 

either, but each of us does need to keep 

learning, growing, developing our skills and 

knowledge in areas of profession as well as 

hobbies and interestsñthis conference is more 

continuing education hours than hobby indeed.  

Iõll return to the office later in the week, but my 

brain might be a bit mushy to say the least!
